In some parishes, it was a weekend experience such as Christ Renews His Parish (CRHP) or Cursillo, . . .   But in the overwhelming majority of parishes, one thing was the trigger for more than half of the 7% (of the parishioners who were Dynamic Catholics.)”  Page 214.
“In one parish we discovered that fifty-three of the seventy (Dynamic Catholics in the parish) had been through CRHP.”  . . .        This is what I (Kelly) told him: “You have discovered what is working.  Now use that knowledge to create to create great intentionality in your parish.  Allow that information to create a bold mandate for your parish – ‘In the next three years we would like every person in the parish to attend a CRHP retreat!’  Then measure it, publish the results, thank people for responding, and celebrate your progress.  Make buttons that say, ‘I DID IT!’  Market it extensively in the parish.  Mention it every chance you get in formal parish communications, teach people who have already done it to mention it often in casual conversation, and invite people personally to attend.  If it works, focus on it.  Intentionally place the most effective trigger at the center of your parish’s life.”  Page 214.

“Sacraments that bestow a character can be ‘revived’ when the recipient comes to personal faith, repents, and chooses to follow Jesus Christ as a disciple in the midst of his Church.  This fact is the ‘secret’ behind the tremendous impact that evangelizing retreats like Cursillo, Christ Renews His Parish, and Life in the Spirit Seminars have had on the lives of millions of Catholics over the past seventy years.”  Page 121.

The Cursillo Movement in America, by Kristy Nabhan-Warren.  University of North Carolina Press, Chapel NC, 2013, 254 pages.
The author writes extensively about CRHP in pages 228-235.  She recognizes the differences between CRHP and one of its antecedents, the Cursillo.  CRHP is more parish based, more personal witnessing based, involves more Scripture, and shorter – thirty hours (one overnight in the parish) instead of the Cursillo’s seventy-two hours (three overnights outside the parish), and the follow up for CRHP is found in the life of one’s parish rather than in meetings outside of the parish.  When you make CRHP, you are a parishioner!
